Keji is passionate about self-advocacy and takes a holistic approach to providing support that considers the whole person, not
just their mental health needs. She is a former civil servant who has worked for the Metropolitan Police and Department for
Work and Pensions. She is an active member of the community and sits on a number of Local Committees and Boards and is
currently Lord Mayor of Canterbury.
